Safar — Islamic Studies:

1. Referto the “Notes on Islamic Studies” section of the syllabus.

2.  The guidance mentioned is important and teachers are to implement these
guidelines when covering this Kitab.

3. At the start of the year, determine the reading abilities of the pupils. Pupils
in Level 2 are very likely to have limited reading skills due to their age. This is
very important to bear in mind.

4. To counter the fact that the reading ability may be very limited, the
whiteboard etc needs to be used to its full potential. However, formal learning —
covering of the Kitab - must take place at all times.

5.  This book will be covered for 5 days a week.

6. Refer to the schemes of work for the Safar book. This must be incorporated
into the teaching in a selective manner, where the teacher does not fall behind in
the syllabus as per the guidance given in the LTP. Please see the deputy-head
regarding this if unsure.

7.  Alif-Baa Reminders Chapter:
This chapter must be covered in a manner where a maximum of no more
than two letters are covered at a time. Hence, this lesson must be covered
a little at a time and not in one go. As a guide, this lesson would require 10
weeks to complete in a manner where Sabaqg from subsequent chapters
continues at the same time.
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Workbook & Exercises:

a. These must be completed in class and not set as homework as much
as possible.

b. Refer to the “Islamic Studies Workbook — Policy & Guidelines” on the
Madrasah website. This contains guidance on all matters related to
the workbook and advanced exercises.

Mock Tests:

At the least, 2 mock tests must be given to pupils before each half-termly
test and in particular before the first half termly test. Level 2 is the first time
these pupils are exposed to written exams in the Madrasah, hence it is
important that teachers give pupils sufficient practice with exam style
questions.

Mock tests can be given as a test or done together with the class.

Enrichment Activity:

This is the section of the syllabus where pupils will practically implement at the
least one of the lessons from the personal development section of the book or
anything else that may have been covered in class. The objective is to promote

“Illm 2 Amal”’, where knowledge is brought to practice.

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2. Practical Salaah:

Emphasise Wudhu in a manner that children understand it is obligatory (a)
before touching the Quran and (b) before performing Salaah.

Pupils must be confident with the method of Wudhu — Refer to pages 56 &
57 of Safar Year 1 Islamic Studies.

Pupils must learn the names of the 5 daily Salah.

Pupils must be confident with the actions of a two Rak’ah Salah; Standing,
sitting and doing Ruku / Sajdah correctly need to be emphasised.

Pupils must use the relevant Takbeeratul Intigaal at the correct times.
Pupils must be confident with recalling the Arabic names of the different
postures of Salah. For example, Sajdah, Qawmah etc. — Refer to pages
60 to 63 of Safar Year 1 Islamic Studies.

Have role plays of children performing Salaah.

Emphasis on not rushing Salah and ensuring “Ta’deelul Arkaan” takes
place, especially in Ruku’, Qawmah, Sajdah and Jalsah.

Emphasis on reciting the Duas of all postures slowly, to assist Ta'deelul
Arkaan.
